Today's lesson topic is the conjugation of Class | verbs into their potential form. In the last
lesson, we learned how to talk about ability using

~koto ga dekimasu (~C ENTEF ). This time, we'll learn how to talk about ability in a
much shorter way by simply conjugating the verb itself.

Formation

Let's take a look at how to make this formation. To form the potential of Class | verbs, the
final hiragana syllable, the one found in the u-column, is dropped and replaced with a
hiragana syllable from the corresponding row's e-column and the hiragana syllable ru.
Let's take a look at the following chart:
