In this lesson, we will learn how to talk about change and transformation using naru, an
auxiliary verb that when appended to a noun or adjective means the subject becomes

something, someone or some state.

Formation




Let's take a closer look at how to use "naru," which is used when the subject becomes
something, someone or some state. When appending "naru" to i-adjectives, attach "naru'
to the adverbial form of the i-adjective (replace the finalisyllable of an i-adjective with
ku) and attach "naru."

Let's take a look at how to form adverbs from adjectives.
Fori-adjectives, simply remove the final "-i" and replace it with "ku."

i-adjective Meaning Adverb Meaning

RE L (tsuyoi) strong pi < (tsuyoku) strongly

For na-adjectives, simply add the particle "ni."
