In the last lesson, we learned how to talk about change and transformation using naru, an
auxiliary verb that when appended to a noun or adjective means the subject becomes
something, someone or takes on some state. Last time we used it with i-adjectives, and
this time we'll learn how to use it with na-adjectives and nouns, which is even easier!

Formation

To make this formation, simply add ni naruto a na-adjective or noun.

Using the Te-form to apologize

Let's take a look at how Mitsuru apologized in the conversation.

ELE>TSHALR,

When aplogizing for a specific action, we can change the verb into its te-form
(affirmative OR negative is okay!) and then attach one of the many apology phrases
found in Japanese.

[te-form of verbthat you are apologizing for + apology ]

Here are some phrases that are commonly used to apologize, in order of formality:

C® A (Gomen): very casual, used with friends and family members
COHATELS V) (Gomen nasai): Formal

I HEIEA (Sumimasen): Formal

BHUERH D X A (Moshiwake arimasen): Extremely formal
