The Focus of This Lesson Is the Expressions the Japanese Use forWeather

Forecasts.

SH. RRIE ETEELLESTLL O,

Kyo, Tokyo wa totemo samuku naru desho.

"Today, Tokyo will get very cold."

In this lesson, you'll learn how to talk about predictions using new sentence-ending
expressions. These expressions indicate probability, possibility, or the speaker's

conjecture. You'll also learn some vocabulary words that express weather conditions.

Daro (J£3 S)and Desh6 (T L & ©)




Dard and its formal form, desho, come after nouns, and the informal form of a verb or
adjective. These words express the speaker's guess or prediction and are similar to
"probably" in English. The speaker's guess is based on some information or knowledge he
or she has.

Kamoshirenai ( \E UMK L) ) and Kamoshiremasen (M E LN L EA)

Kamoshirenai and its formal form, kamoshiremasen, express probability and come after
the noun or, the informal form of a verb or adjective. They indicate that something is
possible, but that the speakeris uncertain whetherit is true. It's similar to "might" or
"maybe" in English. The probability you'll hear a phrase that uses kamoshirenaiis not as
high as one that uses daro.

Formation

This chart shows how daré and kamoshirenai come after verbs, adjectives, and nouns. We
list the informal first, and the formal underneath it.

negative forms.

Ken wa Nihon-jin janai kamo shirenai.
"Ken might not be Japanese."

We usually use desho in weather forecasts on the radioor TV.

For Example:



. BNOE<EDTLLD,

Hare nochi kumori desho.
"We expect fair weather followed by cloudy conditions."

o BAEIEEHNRESDTL £ D,
Ashita wa yuki ga furu desho.
"Snow is expected to fall tomorrow."

In very casual conversation, we can drop the -shirenai of kamoshirenai, leaving only kamo.

For Example:

1. SHISREAESHE,
Kyo wa ame ga furu kamo.
"It might rain today."
