You'll also learn
how to use the conjunction ato de, meaning "after."

tsumori(DED)

Tsumoriis a noun that means "intention" or "conviction." When it follows the dictionary
form of a verb or the informal negative form (nai-form) of a verb, it can express what the
speakeris intending or planning to do (or not).

Formation

[Verb; dictionary form or nai-form ] + tsumori da/tsumoridesu.

yotei (F7E)

Yoteiis a noun and it means "schedule" or "plan.” When yotei comes after the dictionary
form or nai-form of a verb, it means that something is scheduled to take place (or not, if
the verb is negative). Whereas with tsumoriyou are talking about something you "intend
to do, with yoteiare you simply stating something you are scheduled to do as a fact.

Formation



[Verb; dictionary form or nai-form ] + yotei da/yoteidesu.

no ato de (N )

Ato deis a conjunction meaning "after" in English. When it follows a noun, we insert the
particle nobetween the noun and ato de. We often omit the particle de in informal
speech.

For Example:
1 AEB0OE(T). WEElC1ToT.

Shigoto no ato (de) bydin ni itta.
" went to the hospital after work."

Ato de follows the informal past form (ta-form) of a verb to describe how one action
happens after another.

For Example:



1. WABEICfToIE (T) YRZEBATZ,
Byoin ni itta ato (de) yihan o tabeta. |
"After | went to the hospital, | had dinner."
