In this lesson, you'll learn useful phrases for asking and giving advice. You will also learn
how to say that you have to do something.

~EEFE>BRU0/ ~EEFS>HULNVTY

HO ga iiis a phrase that attaches to the informal past form (ta form) of a verb or the
negative informal form (nai form) of a verb and expresses a strong suggestion. It's
equivalent to "should do" or "should not do." To make this phrase polite, simply add desu
to the end of it.

Formation

[ Verb; Informal past form of a verb (taform)] + hd + ga i
—  "Should..."

[ Verb; Informal negative form of a verb (naiform)] + hd + gaii
—  "Should not..."

Sample Sentences

1. EEUEESHRULWV,
Undé shita ho gaiii.
"You should exercise."

2. EELULZWE OO0,
Undo shinai ho gaiii,
"You shouldn't exercise."

3. BAH. |KICEKZEFEONRVWVWT I H,
Ashita, kaisha ni kita ho ga ii desu ka.
"Should | come in to work tomorrow?"

~HELTERWEFEW/~ELSTEWIFIEA

The first part, nakutewa, means "If youdon't do..." and the latter half, ikemasen, means
"you can't go." So this phrase literally means "If you don't do..., you can't go" or "You can't
go without doing..." and it expresses a sense of duty or obligation. It corresponds to the
auxiliary verbs "must" or "have to" in English.

Formation

Step 1: Change a verb into the naiform (informal negative form).

1) iku— ikanai

Step 2: Omit the final nai.

1 ikanai — ika

Step 3: Add nakutewa ikenai or nakutewa ikemasen

1 ika — ikanakute wa ikenai or ikanakute wa ikemasen

Sample Sentences



. SEHOHREH. SHEICTMIS TIEWITEL,

Konshu no nichi-yobi kaisha ni ikanakutewa ikenai.
"I have to go to work this Sunday."

> HBHHAMH. B<LEZLLSTREVTFIZEA.

Ashita no asa, hayaku okinakutewa ikemasen.
"I have to get up early tomorrow morning."

In informal conversation, we often shorten te wa, as in te wa ikemasen, to cha.

1 REFERTHIMESBE» VTR,
Kaisha ni ikanakucha ikenai.
" have to go to work."

If you drop ikenai, it sounds even more colloquial.

i BRERETHMESE»,

Kaisha ni ikanakucha.
"I've gotta go to work."

How to Express Frequency

You can express how often something happens by using the phrase:
[Time duration] +ni+ [ number] + kai.
We sometimes omit the particle niafter the time duration.

Japanese Romanization "English”

[Alni [Blkai "[B] times per [A]"
—HB(C—[O ichinichi ni ikkai "once a day"
—ER(C M isshikan ni ni-kai "twice a week"
— g BIC=[E ikkagetsu ni san-kai "three times a month"
