This verb is made up of two verbs, motsu meaning "to have" and kuru meaning "to come." So
motte kuru literally means "to hold something in one’s hand and come" and the natural
translation would be "to bring (along) [something]."

Don’t confuse this with a verb motte iku meaning "to hold something in one’s hand and go" or
"to take (along)."

When saying "to bring someone" or "to take someone along," the motte part is replaced with
tsurete which is the -te form of the verb tsureru, "to lead." See the following word list and
memorize those vocabulary words.

Please note that motte iku and tsurete iku are class 1 verbs, while moftte kuru and tsurete kuru
are class 3 verbs.

For these verbs, the place is marked by the particle ni or e and the object or person you take
or bring is marked by o.

In this lesson, you'll focus on the usage of -te shimau, which implies one's regret.

[Verb: Te Form ]+ Shimau

The construction [te form of a verb] + shimau expresses the completion of an action. It
also sometimes implies the speaker's regret, reluctance, or resignation. Which of these
two meanings shimau expresses depends entirely on the context.
