[E U\ (atsui) and 3FE L) (usui) are i-adjective which mean "thick" and "thin." These adjectives
are antonyms. 41t (kij)) means "pizza crust" in this dialog, but it has other meanings, such as

"dough," "clothing fabric," "material," or "texture."

You don't have to repeat "crust," but you would substitute 73 (ho)
instead of "crust."

HFEVL X T (0-negai shimasu) is a useful expression which means "please." When you

order a pizza, you would say the name of pizza first, and size amd then how many you
want. In Japanese, "large," "medium," "small" are called L (eru), M (emu), S (esu). There

are counters in Japanese, and ® (mai) is used for flat objects such as pizza, paper,
clothes, sheet, plate, and so on.

C (de) is a particle indicating materials used. For example, when you want to say "This
bag is made of leather," it would be CODHANVITETTx w179, (Konokabanwa

kawa de dekite imasu.) in Japanese. So, in this dialog, "MWA CTCHRBWVLUL = 9, (usui hd
de o-negai shimasu.)" means "Please make it with a thin crust."

If you would like to know how big something is, youwould say ...[&. EAL SLIDKXES
TI7, (...wa dorekurai no 6kisa desu ka.) K& < (Okisa) means "size," and EN< 5LI\D
K& (dorekurai no 6kisa) means "how big size." When you ask pizza shop staff how big
the L size is, the shop staff would answer like [B7€30cm C9, (Chokkei sanju-ssenchi

desu.) which means "It's 30 cm in diameter" or 38N 54 BH T, (San-mei kara yon-mei
y0 desu.) which means "It's for 3 or4 people.”

CULTURAL INSIGHT

Types of Pizza Crust

When you want to order a pizza, you should say a name of pizza, size, how many you want,
and a type of crust. There are various types of pizza crust, but mostly we would choose from
thick crust which is called like pan crust type or hand tossed, or thin crust which is called like
crispy type in Japan.
