Today's grammar point is & D(C 9 B (yo ni suru) which has two usages, is to express that
someone causes behavioral changes to take place or tries to do something or (2) is to
express that someone causes the situational changes to take place.

(1) Someone causes behavioral changes to take place and tries to do something

In this usage, since the subject causes behavioral changes to take place, a volitional verb
is used priorto & S1C 9 S (yo ni suru).

As in today's examples below, when you express that you try to do something habitually,
K DIC L TL1B(yo ni shite iru), which is the present progressive form of £ 2T S (yo ni
suru), is often used.

(2) Someone causes the situational changes to take place.

The first example below literally means that "I caused situational changes to take place so
that everyone could feel laid back." As for the second one, it literally means "l caused
situational changes to take place so that the door could be open.”

Please note that the subject of the verb preceding to & S(C(y6 ni) suchas Y S5w O X T
T3 orB< is HATEL or K77 respectively, and it is different from the subject of the
sentence, which is #(watashi).

Examples:

L. FAERISYVDITEDLDICUTE,
Watashi wa, minna ga rirakkusu dekiru yo ni shita.
| made sure that everybody could feel laid back.

Watashi wa, doa ga aku yo ni shita.
| made sure that the door would be open.

= cause situational changes so that [s.0./s.t.] can do something
= make sure that [s.0./s.t.] can do something
