= S(iu, to tell), you can also use #F&L (tanomu, to ask).

In the case of today's example below, if it is the conversation between male friends, you
would say "C C [CFUL D TEH D NH\koko ni koi tte iou ka)" by directly quoting  C [C 3
U\ (koko ni koi) which is the imperative sentence. In comparison with this expression, C C

(CED K SICE DS sounds more mildly and politely, because it doesn't quote the
imperative sentence directly.
