GRAMMAR

In passive sentences, the person doing an action is usually marked by the particle ni. But,
today's lesson focuses on cases in which kara is used to indicate a person doing an action.
Please see the example below.

Today's Example:
AKRSAHDSHERENREBSNTETILIEL,
Gomi-san kara o-seibo ga okurarete kimashita yo.
A year-end gift was sent by Gomi-san.

In this case, verbs such as okuru (%3 - B83) "to send/to present," watasu (ET) "to

hand" or ataeru (5 X ®) "to give" are used in sentences structures as "[doer A] ga

[receiver B] ni [something] o+ [verb]." If this kind of structure is rephrased to become a
passive sentence with niused to mark a doer, niwould be used twice because a receiveris
also marked by ni. So, in this case kara is used to mark a doer in place of ni.

Active sentence:
HPESECX—ILEZEDIZ,

Tanaka-kun wa boku ni méru o okutta.
Tanaka sent me an email.

Passive sentence:

xX—JU\, HRBICEICERSnE,

OX—= L. HPEBEMSECESNTE,
Méru ga, Tanaka-kun kara boku ni okurareta.
An email was sent to me by Tanaka.

Formation:

* Active: [doer A] ga [receiver B] ni [something] o + [verb]
* Passive: [something] ga [doer A] kara [receiver B] ni + [verb. passive]

Note: This is the case for verbs such as:

- okuru (X3 - B83) "to send/to present"
- watasu (B9) "to hand"

- ataeru (B X ) "to give"
