passing an exam. If you add suru you get a verb: gokaku suru (G189 2). @ X ([FATZ
U\ = hantai)opposite - Hantai means "opposite" or "opposed to" and is the opposite of sansei
(B RX), which means "agreement".

In this lesson, and the next lesson, we will learn about embedded questions. Embedded
guestions are questions that are inside another statement or question. Here's an example
of an embedded question in English. "l don't know where the stationis." We have a
guestion ("Where is the station?" just with the word order changed.) inside of a larger
statement. Let's look at how to make these kinds of sentences in Japanese.

Formation

To make embedded questions, we take a question, put it in the informal form, put the
particle "~ 7\, afterit, and follow it with a verb. Typical final verbs include, among others:

Verbs of Knowing:
wakaru (3 H\D)

shiru (13)

Examining:
shiraberu GRAR %)

Asking:
kiku (B <)

tazuneru (B1R3D)

Remembering:

Deciding:
