VOCABULARY PHRASE USAGE

futto (3% i) "boiling"

When o suru or suru follows this word, it becomes a verb meaning "to boil" or "to come to a
boil." However, in Japanese, o-yu ga futté suru (literally "hot water boils") sounds more
natural than mizu ga futté suru (literally "water boils") in order to convey the English meaning
of "water boils."

tori niku (38 PY) "chicken”
The kanji ¥& means "domesticated fow!" or "chicken." We write "chicken meat" as 84, BA

or & DA. However, when we write it as B or & DA, it can mean other bird meat such as
duck, turkey, quail, and so on.

Hajimeru:"Begin" [Verb-ing]

Hajimeruis a class 2 verb meaning "to begin" or "to start." When it follows the masu stem
of another verb, it works as an auxiliary verb and means "to begin -ing."

Masu Stem of a Verb + hajimeru "English”
kaki (B ) hajimeru

When it follows the masu stem of
another verb, it works as an auxiliary verb and means "to keep -ing."

Teriyaki (7 ') Y7 F) "teriyaki"

Teriyaki is one of the most well-known and popular cooking methods in Japanese cuisine.
Fish or meat (or other types of ingredients) are marinated in sweet soy sauce and then grilled

or broiled. We can write teriyakiin kanji (B D BE), hiragana, or katakana.
