Today's grammar point is the use of the particle wa as the final spoken syllable to ask a
guestion about some information shared by the questioner and questionee. The
information shared is to the degree that what comes after wa can be inferred by the
guestionee and need not be said.

Background: You're waiting for you two friends, Yoshiand Sakura, to show up together at
Shinjuku. Yoshi shows up alone.

You: &< 5137 - Sakura wa? - The literal translation is Sakura? However, it should be

interpreted as, "Where is Sakura?" The "Where is" - EC T\, - doko desu ka? - is
inferred. This is commonly used when speaking informal Japanese.
