Today's grammar point is the subordinate conjunction to which is used to create
conditional sentences, and therefore, is sometimes referred to as the to-conditional.
Formation of sentences with the subordinate conjunction tois as follows: sentence 1 to
sentence 2."If the condition set in the subordinate clause is fulfilled, sentence 2 will take
place."The toconditional implies that sentence 2 is a natural and/or expected
consequence of sentence1. Sentence1 should be in the plain present tense, as the tense
of the sentence is determined by the tense of sentence 2.

(verb :i/na adjective : noun + da) + to
Examples:

1. BESSEVWDEMRICHD.
Kare to au to itsumo benkyd ni naru.
"When | meet him, | always learn something."

2. VUL HEVEZEEFLL,
Oishikunai to nido to konai.
"If it's not delicious, we won't come again."

3. B REHEVEEER(ICAICENEVK !
Hayaku ie o denai to densha ni ma ni awanai yo!
“If you don't leave quickly, you won't catch the train!"
