Every year, the earth's environment is getting worse. We humans
have continued to destruct nature and contaminate the earth. For
example, (we have caused) global warming, destruction of the
ozone layer, abnormal climate, acid rain, deforestation,
desertification, a food crisis, and a drying up of our natural
resources. Civilizations should have been developing smoothly.
What is happening to our earth now? And what should we do
now? Let's look at how environmental destruction is affecting our
lives.
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Destruction of the ozone layer - The ozone layer shuts out harmful ultra-violet rays and
protects human bodies. Chlorofluorocarbon gas, created by mankind, is making a hole in
the ozone layer. This is feared to have adverse affects on the human body. Every time we
lose 1% of this ozone layer, we reportedly see a 3-5% increase in the number of skin
cancer patients and a roughly 1% increase in patients with cataract.

Global Warming - This is said to be caused by an increase in carbon dioxide levels,
caused by exhaust gas emitted from factories and vehicles. As a result, the earth's
temperature has been rising for the past few years. Because of global warming, the ice
on the South Pole has been melting slowly and raising the ocean's water levels. If we
continue at this pace, we can't deny the possibility of all continents submerging under
water.

Acid rain - This is a phenomenon caused by contaminated substances emitted from cars
turning into acidic rain. Acid rain is expected to have a huge impact on not only humans
but on other living species. And there is the risk of acid rain changing the quality of soil
and water and ultimately killing forests.

Water pollution - Humans cannot live without water. Yet, we are losing beautiful water,
mainly due to domestic wastewater. This means that not only is our drinking water
contaminated, the fish who lived in these waters are contaminated as well. If we
consume these contaminated fish, harmful substances could accumulate in our bodies
and cause health problems.

Environmental destruction is progressing right under our radar. The affects of
environmental destruction can be seen in many areas.

Then what should we do to prevent further damage to the environment? Let's start with
something we can easily do in everyday life, such as sorting the garbage. We can at
least prevent the release of harmful gases by obeying rules on garbage sorting. Littering
is obviously out of the question. But it's useless if only one of us follows the rules. When
we all obey the rules, we can produce results and prevent environmental destruction. So
itis important now for us to do what we can in our day to day lives.

DDH B is used in the structure "-masu stems of verbs + DD d 3" which means that a
given action is occurring. It has a nuance focusing on that something is changing as time



goes by. So, it is often used with the adverbs like H % ;00U ;day by day or IZ ATE
Av;gradually. Please note that DD d 3 can be used with momentary verbs like JHX &, &
2D ; disappearor3&5 3;ochiru;fall down, and it can indicate that the given action is
occurring in slow motion.
