Miyuki Nakajima has been dubbed "the queen of the heartbreak song."

She is most known for "The Parting Song" and "Akujo," both of which are sung from the
mind of a woman who has been hurtin love.

While you may think that a style in where she expresses the feelings of a woman who is
in anguish from her unreached love would mean that her personality is also gloomy, she
is actually an unaffected, bright woman full of humor and playfulness.

She is a singer-songwriter who has filled this niche and has continued to enjoy strong
support since the 1980s.

Her basic singing technique involves deep breathing and making use of her low, strong
voice to sing sonorously. She uses different vocal styles in different songs and even in
the same songs to match the meaning of the lyrics.

On the other hand, she also produces melodies that are easy to remember and is adept
at sudden changes of key. Her singing is so unique that anyone who has ever listened to
one of her songs would immediately recognize any other song of hers and say "Oh, that's
a Miyuki Nakajima song."

In recent years, her 2000 song "Earthly Stars" was selected as the theme song for state-
owned broadcaster NHK's "Project X—The Challengers" TV show, and this led to an
increase in new mainly middle-aged and elderly fans, who are the main audience of the
show.
