"Matsushima" is inside and beyond Matsushima Bay in Miyagi Prefecture. It refers to the
260 large and small islands and hills surrounding the bay. Matsushima was selected as
one of the three biggest scenic areas in Japan (Three Views of Japan) and is visited by
approximately 3.7 million tourists per year.

Matsushima, which since ancient times has been recited in poetry and depicted in
paintings, should probably be most noted for the beauty of its "moon." It is mentioned in
many famous haiku and is also recorded in Matsuo Basho's masterpiece "The Narrow
Road to Oku." As motivation to go on a journey, it says "Wanting to see the moon of
Matsushima comes to my mind the uppermost.”
