Explanation: The key word in the questionis @M >, which means "yesterday." This
gives us a clue that the answer has to be in the past tense. Knowing this, we can eliminate
Choice 1, DUV T I 43, which is in the present tense, but is otherwise grammatically

correct. Let's look at Choice 3, & DUV T UTZ. At first glance, it appears to be in the past
with the inclusion of TU /. However, the correct past tense form of »DUVis DM\ D
1z, and not % DLV T UL TZ. Choice 4 is also tricky because of the inclusion of TUTZ. The
correct way to say, "it wasn't hot" in formal speech would be D<K LMD 2T . If you

rememberthat TUJZ cannot be used with i-adjectives, then you would be able to
recognize Choices 3 and 4 as grammatically incorrect and eliminate them immediately.
