Passive Form



How to make the passive form of a verb:

In the second passive sentence, the particle (& or 7% marks the thing or person receiving

the action, and the particle [Cmarks the object performing the action (agent).
Let's change the following sentence into the passive voice.

There are two ways to rewrite this sentence using the passive voice.

Please notice that in the second sentence, the particle Zmarked the direct object of the
passive verb.

Causative Form

We can translate the causative in Japanese in two ways. One is "to make someone to do
something," and the otheris "to let someone to do something." You need to choose the
translation that best suits the context. Both versions appear on the JLPT.

How to make the causative form of averb
