What Are EATZL) 4 and 5 Like?

EATE L) 4 and 5 were designed to test examinees' reading comprehension skills.

In €A TZ L) four, the examinees are supposed to read a passage of text containing
around 100 to 200 characters in it and answer 4 questions asking about what is written in
the text. The content of the text mostly relates to study, life, orwork. EATEU) 5is

almost the same as TATZL) 4, but the given text is a little bit longer. It is said that this
text contains approximately 450 characters.

Grammar Review-Conditional

In the reading comprehension section, a lot of important information provided often uses
the conditional, such as &, &, 725 or 7&5, The usage of these conjunctions is rather

complicated; however, you are not expected to know the subtle differences in meaning
at the JLPT N4 level. You will be tested on the formation and the basic meaning only.

Conditional

& precedes a natural or habitual result. We often use it to give directions or instructions.

Formation

— [Verb, iadjective; informal non-past] + &
— [Na adjective, noun] +12 &

For Example:

. COEE oIS E, ACEACSRHBDET,

"If you go straight down this road, there's a bank on the right."

* & cannot precede a command, a request, a suggestion, an invitation, or a volitional
sentence.

(& Conditional

(& expresses a general "if-then" statement.

Basically, TATZ 5 means "upon completion of A." We can translate this 7 5as "if "
"when," or "after."

Formation

— [Verb, iadjective; informal past (ta form)]+ 5
— [Na adjective, noun]+72 2725

For Example:

1. TURERES, HFLRTLIESTO),
"If/When Ken comes, please tell me."

&5 Conditional

& 5 follows the speaker's supposition or actualization of something in the future.



Formation

— [Verb, iadjective; informal]+ (D) &5
— [Na adjective, noun] +7&5 or I EDES

Grammar Review: Embedded Questions

Another grammar point you should know for JLPT N4 is embedded questions. An
embedded question is a question that is inside another statement or question. Some
examples of embedded questions in English would be "What time isit?" in the sentence "I
don't know what time it is" and "Is she here?" in the sentence "Do you know whether she is
here?" There are two types of embedded questions: embedded "wh-" questions and
embedded "yes/no" questions. To make embedded questions, we take a question, put it
in the informal form, put the particle "~ A\, afterit, and follow it with a verb

Embedded "Wh-" Questions

Quoted Question Verb
