What Is A TZ L) 6 Like?

£ ATEL) 6 is designed to test your "ability to search forinformation." This refers to the
ability to spot the information you need quickly from a block of text written in Japanese.
In this section, the text is about four hundred characters long and gives you information
relating to daily life in Japan. You have to answer two questions presented before the
text.
