How to Prepare for € A2\ 1 of the Listening Comprehension Section




In €A TZUL\1, you're supposed to listen to a short conversation or paragraph and answer the
questions. The questions are read twice, once before and once after the conversation.
However, they are not printed in the booklet—only the answer choices are printed in the
booklet. This is exactly the same style as £ A 720\ 1 of the old JLPT Level 3.

In JLPT Level 4 Last Minute Prep Course Lesson 5, we introduced the types of questions that
