In this lesson, you'll learn how to prepare for BIZE 5 of the Listening Comprehension
section.

What is [ 5 like?

In EIRE 5, you'll hear a question or statement followed by three responses. You must
choose the best response to the question or the statement. Neither the question nor the
answer choices are printed in the question booklet, and they are read only once. Please
pay close attention in order to understand what is being asked. Needless to say, it is
essential to hear the given wh-word in order to choose the right answer. Note that not
only ordinal question words but also "[question word]+particle" phrases could appear.

Such as--

e lauestionword] + M\ ex)fAlhH\, £ CHetc.

o lquestionword] + £ ex)fAIE. ECE etc.

e lauestionword] + TE ex)fAICTE. ECTE etc.

Here is a general technique. In the event where the answer choices are not printed on the
guestion booklet (such asin Questions 3, 4, and 5 of JLPT N3), it is a good idea to assess
whether the answer choices are right or wrong the moment you hear them. Otherwise,
you may forget what the earlier answer choices were.

We often
translate it as "among other things..." or "such things as..." We also use & H\as a
quotation marker when followed by a verb that expresses reported speech, such as L\ 2D,
meaning "tosay," or & <, meaning "to hear." Since the particle H\indicates a question,
& D\ expresses the speaker's uncertainty about the reported speech,
