Onomatopoeia

Onomatopoeia are words that sound like the objects they name or the sounds those
objects make. Examples in English include words like "crash" and "splash”; the sounds of
the words imitate the meaning. Also, onomatopoeia includes many animal sounds like
"bow-wow" and "neigh."

Japanese has many onomatopoeia that we frequently use in daily conversation. On the
JLPT, there are often questions about Japanese onomatopoeia that express feelings,
actions, or states.
