How to Prepare for the Reading Comprehension Section

There are various styles of reading passages. The most common styles are essays, letters,
explanatory passages, and data. The examinee is supposed to understand not only what the
whole passage is about, but also the message the writer is trying to convey, the exact
meanings of words or expressions the writer uses in the passage, and what certain pronouns
(for example: T, &N, €M, etc.) are referring to.
