What Is B8 7 Like?

78 7 is a new section that started in 2010 and it is designed to test your "ability to search for
information." This refers to the ability to spot the information you need quickly from a block of
text written in Japanese. In JLPT N3, the text is about six hundred characters long, and the
material may be in the form of an advertisement, travel brochure, poster, invitation, letter,
announcement, and so forth. You have to answer two questions that are presented before the
text.

In this lesson, we'll look at two sample questions and group the vocabulary and expressions
in categories for easier comprehension.

The Difference Between H LA and [GE T D

Although we often use these words interchangeably, there is a difference in meaning, so
please be careful.

A L3ATL means "to apply for," "to take a procedure," or "to make a proposal in order to let
someone know your will, opinion, demand or desire."
