Usage

® [ niyaniya / nikoniko] + (to) warau
® [ niyaniya / nikoniko] + (to) suru

Explanation
Nikoniko referto a broad grin accompanied by happiness and of course it contains
positive connotation whereas niyaniya refers to a sinister smile or grim and is inferring that

the person is hiding unseemly pleasure or scheme.

® Smirk:([CA2 D (&) [ niyari (to) ] and [CX° D & [ niyatto]

= Those words indicate an action that occurs only once whereas the repetitive
onomatopoeia, such as nikoniko or niyaniya indicates continuous action or state.

Example

[ Satd-san wa itsumo nikoniko shiteite kanji ga ii. |

Literally: Mr./Ms. Sato always has a smile on his/her face and is so congenial.
Mr./Ms. Sato is a smilerand | like him/her.

BASTALEHPIARNDIEIOERLEMS(CRICPLTULS, BRRUMREL),
[Suzuki-san to Tanaka-san ga watashi no hd o minagara niyaniya shiteiru. Kanji ga warui.]
Mr. Suzuki and Mr. Tanaka are looking at me and grinning. | really don't like that.
