The Focus of This Lesson is the Usage of Particle Ga.

"I'd like to drink something cold. "

In this lesson, you'll learn more about the particle ga.

Mlgal

As we learned in Lesson 2, the particle ga marks the object of verbs of ability. Ga also
marks the object of certain verbs and adjectives.

Object of Desire
We mark the object of an adjective of desire such as hoshii ("want") or [verb stem]+ tai

("want to [verb]") with the particle ga.

(D UE) RRATARL LY,
(Watashi wa) jikan ga hoshii.
" want time."

(DrzUIE) SERDERHFTZON,
(Watashi wa) o-cha ga nomitai.
" want to drink tea."

Object of Necessity
We mark the object of an adjective or verb of necessity such as iru ("to need") or hitsuyo

("necessary") with the particle ga.

1. (DlzLIZ) KEANESD,
(Watashi wa) jikan ga iru.
" need time."

(hrzUZ) RKENRETZ,
(Watashi wa) jikan ga hitsuyo da.
" need time."

Object of Emotion
We mark the object of an adjective of emotion such as suki ("likable"), or kirai

("dislikable"), or shinpai ("worried") with the particle ga.



1. (MU PZARFEFE.
(Watashi wa) anime ga suki da.
"I like anime."

2. (DrzLIZ) XRRMDEE,
(Watashi wa) tenki ga shinpai da.
"I'm worried about the weather."

Object of Existence
As we introduced in Lesson 4, we use the particle ga with verbs of existence (aruand iru)
and it comes after the things or person that exists.

1. "Bk hd B,
Nikai ni toire ga aru.
"There's a restroom on the second floor."

o FwFVICOFTUMNLDS,
Kicchin ni gokiburi ga iru.
"There's a roach in the kitchen."

Object of Ability

Although in Lesson 2 we learned that the particle ga marks the object for verbs of ability,
you should also mark the object for adjectives of ability such as jozu ("good at") or heta
("bad at") with ga as well.

1. (R&Z(F) REENLEFE.
(Kanojo wa) Chugoku-go ga jozu da.
"She's good at Chinese."

2, (DlzUIE) MRATFEE,
(Watashi wa) uta ga heta da.
“I'm a bad singer."

Question Words

As we learned in Lesson 9, ga comes after the question word in a question. When asking
a question of choice, ga follows the question word. You should mark the subject of the
answer with ga as well.

1. ES55 (DIED) MULWLWTIH\,
Dochira (no hd) ga ii desu ka.
"Which one is better?"



2, N (DIEFSH) MULLTTY,
Kore (no hd) ga ii desu.
"This is better."
