As you learned in the eleventh lesson, we use the particle wa to show contrast.

When contrasting the object or subject...
= Replace oor ga with wa

Example:

1. DEUEEENSERL
Watashi wa ongaku ga tokui da.
"I'm good at music."

EFIB/EL w0,
Watashi wa ongaku wa tokui da ga, undd wa tokui janai.
"I'm good at music, but I'm not good at sports.”

= Replace e or niwith wa

" went back to the United States."

When showing contrast for information followed by other particles such as ni (indicating
time, location, purpose, and soon), de ("in," "at," or "on"), to ("with"), kara ("from"), made
("until"), and so on, the contrast marker wa comes after these particles.
Examples:

1. CCTIEFANTOETDIEVNTLIEE),

Koko de wa tabako o suwanaide kudasai.
"(Other places might be fine, but) please don't smoke here."

2. BAHETIEEH5ET,

Ashita made wa machimasu.
"I'll wait until tomorrow (but | won't wait any longer)."

As you learned in the first and eighth lessons, the particle mo follows a noun and means
"too" or "also." Be careful where you place mo, because it could affect the meaning of the
sentence.

Examples:

1. DLt TSVXREMN EFELEFI.
Watashi mo Furansu-go ga hanasemasu.

"l also speak French." (You speak French in addition to somebody else who speaks
French.)

o MNleLIF TSVREE FEEFIT,
Watashi wa Furansu-go mo hanasemasu.
"l also speak French." (You speak French in addition to otherlanguages.)

When mo marks the topic, subject, orobject...
= Replace wa, ga or owith mo.

Examples:
1. UL DAL L),

Atarashii kutsu ga hoshii.
" want new shoes."

2. FLLMDNIAEARLL,
Atarashii kaban mo hoshii.
"l also want a new bag (as well as new pair of shoes)."

When mo marks the information followed by other particles...
= mo comes after the particle.

Examples:
