The Focus of This Lesson Is the Particles We Use When Asking and Giving Directions

"Please turn at that corner."

In this lesson, you'll learn particles that are useful when asking for or giving directions.

z= (o)

In the second lesson, you learned that we use o as an object-marking particle.

For Example:

. EvoohdeshnIll,

Pinku no kasa o wasuremashita.
"I left behind a pink umbrella.”

In the seventh lesson, you learned that o marks the place for motion. This is useful when
giving directions or telling someone where to go.

For Example:

1 COBEZTDOITO>TCLIEDL,
Kono michi o massugu itte kudasai.
"Please go straight on this street."”

2. HOAEMMOTILEDIL,

Ano kado o magatte kudasai.
"Please turn at that corner.”

The particle ocan also mark the place that someone leaves or departs from. It usually
implies moving from a smaller place to a larger place, but usually we only state the
smaller place in the sentence.

For Example:

. B 7TRICREHTT.

Maiasa, shichi-ji ni uchi o demasu.
"I leave home at seven every morning."



o KRPEFELIULR.

Daigaku o sotsugyo shimashita.
"I graduated from college."”

In the fifth lesson, you learned that the particle ni marks the direction or destination of
movement. For this usage, we can also replace niwith the particle e.

For Example:

1. COOBEEEEECITETIIN,
Kono densha wa ku ko ni ikimasu ka.
"Does this train go to the airport?"

2. BRICITEIZVWTT,
Eki ni ikitai desu.
" want togo to a train station.”

5. HOAEAICHMNOTSIESL),

Ano kado o migi ni magatte kudasai.
"Please turn right at that corner."

Nimarks the place something or someone moves toward. When the particle niindicates
the movement from a larger place to a smaller place, e cannot replace the particle ni.

For Example:

i KE KFICADE.

Kyonen daigaku ni haitta.
"l entered college last year."

Vehicles and Means of Transportation

When talking about a vehicle or a means of transportation, we almost always use the
particle owith the verb oriru (8D ), meaning "to get off," "to disembark," or "to

dismount," and we almost always use the particle ni with the verb noru (%) meaning



"togeton," "toride," or "to board."

For Example:
