The Focus of This Lesson Is Reviewing the Particles Kara and Made.

Tabun, shichi-ji kara ku-ji made da to omoimasu yo.

“It'll probably be from seven to nine."

In this lesson, you'll review the usage of particles kara and made.

M\S (kara)

The particle kara marks the starting point, material used to make something, or a reason
for something.

Lessons 5, 6:..7\5 (...kara) Meaning "from..."

The particle kara marks the time or place an action begins. It's equivalent to "from" in
English.

For Example:

. ZERHS=—FTrVIRBDIET.
San-ji kara mitingu ga arimasu.
"We have a meeting at three."
Literal meaning: "There's a meeting from three."

Lesson 15: D5 (kara) Indicates a Material

Kara marks the material something is made from. Please note that kara marks materials
that don't retain their original states.

For Example:



1. RESHS T VEEDS,
Budo kara wain o tsukuru.
"I make wine from grapes."

Lesson 18: H\5S (kara) Indicates a Reason

The conjunction kara follows a sentence that indicates a cause or reason. It corresponds
to "because" or "since" in English.

For Example:

1. ZFDFEFZULHS ASHRS D,
Sono mise wa yasui kara ninki ga aru.
"That store is popular because it's inexpensive."

[te form of averb] +kara

This construction corresponds to the English "after" or "since [action]."
For Example:
1. X—=J)VaFITvDOLTHS. BT,

Meéru o chekku shite kara nemasu.
"After checking my e-mail, | goto bed."

0. RPEFELTCHS, BHARICEKF LR,

Daigaku o sotsugyo shite kara Nihon ni kimashita.
"After | graduated from university, | came to Japan."

*Please don't confuse this sentence with the following sentence.

For Example:

. RPERELRNS, BFikzUIZ,

Daigaku o sotsugyo shita kara Nihon ni kimashita.

In this sentence, kara follows an informal phrase, so this kara expresses a reason or a
cause. We would translate it as "Because | graduated from university, | came to Japan."

& C (made)



The particle made marks the time or place an action ends. It's equivalent to "until" in
English.

Lessons 5, 6:...5 C (..made) Meaning "to..." or "until..."

For Example:

1. =E—FT 1 VIRARKETTY,
Mitingu wa go-ji made desu.
"The meeting finishes at five."
Literal meaning: "The meeting is until five."

& C (made), Showing Extent

Made indicates a limit, the extent, or an unexpected object. It corresponds to "as far as,"
"up to," or "even" in English.

Extent

For Example:
FA X =SV RTIEFFENSKAZTITELD D,

Dizunirando de wa kodomo kara otona made tanoshimeru.
"At Disneyland, not only children but even adults can have fun."

Unexpected object

For Example:

i POEIB|HNHEE, BITERS,

Watashi no neko wa sakana ga suki da. Hone made taberu.
"My cat loves fish. He even eats the bones."
