Kochira wa, atarashii eigo no senseino Sato Keiko sensei,
“This is Mrs. Keiko Sato, the new English teacher."

In this lesson, you'll learn how to use the particle no (D). When the particle no (D)
appears between two nouns, the first noun modifies the second noun.



The Possessive Marker: "-'s" or "of"

As you learned in Lesson 1, "X no Y" means that X possesses Y.

o TAMDRBI [ watashinonamae] = "my name"

o BARSTADRKIZSE [ Suzuki-san no tomodachi] = "a friend of Suzuki"

*You can use the particle no multiple times.
MDORIEEDRBITIEETT,

Watashi no tomodachi no namae mo Sato desu.
"My friend's name is also Sato."

*When the second noun is obvious from context, you can omit it.
CNEHEZD ?

Kore wa anata no?

"Is this yours?"

Category

When the first noun specifies the category of the second noun, you can use @ between
the two nouns.

"English teacher"

. TEHOK
sakura no ki
"Cherry blossom tree"

Origin and Material

When the first noun specifies the origin, creator, or material of the second noun, you can
use M between the two nouns.

"German car"

"wooden table"

"a picture by Van Gogh"

Attribute

@ can specify what group one belongs to.

Japanesepod101DE—S —TT
Japanizupoddo 101 no Ata desu.
“I'm Peter from Japanesepod101.com."”

Explanatory remarks

To add explanatory remarks, insert an apposition with the particle no.

CES5IE. ARDIEESATY,
Kochira wa shacho no Sato -san desu.
"This is the president, Mr./Ms. Sato."

MDRIEEDT IHETP A INANTY,

Watashi no tomodachi no Arisa wa Amerika-jin desu.
"My friend Alisa is American."
