In this lesson, you'll learn two sentence-ending particles we use in questions. You'll also
learn another usage of particle ga (/%), which we introduced in Lesson 2.

Question Marking Particle (H\)

The particle ka attaches to the end of a sentence and turns the sentence into a question.
Unlike question sentences in English, when a statement becomes a question, the word
order stays the same. The intonation rises regardless of whether it is a yes-no question or a

WH-question.

® Note that using ka after an informal form is usually representative of male speech and
can sound a little rough. Please see how the particle nois used to create an informal
guestion.

When we attach the sentence-ending particle ka to a negative sentence, it forms a
negative question. We often use this grammar for suggestions or invitations.

Ashita, eiga o mimasen ka.
"Do you want to see a movie tomorrow?"

DU RBEEAD

Sukoshi, yasumimasen ka.
"Doyou want to take a rest?"

Sentence-Ending Particle @ (no)

Previously, you learned the usage of the particle @ where it appears between two nouns.

In this lesson, you'll learn the usage of the particle @ where it appears at the end of a
sentence.

The sentence-ending particle @ indicates a colloquial question, explanation, or emphasis.



Colloquial question

When you attach @ at the end of an informal sentence, the sentence turns to a question.
The intonation rises at M.

Explanation

@ can also come at the end of a sentence when explaining something. This usage of no
sounds feminine.

Particle M\ (ga)

As you learned in Lesson 2, the particle 78 marks the object for verbs of ability. In this
lesson, you'll learn the usage of ga that indicates existence.

Verbs that express existence
