In this lesson, you'll learn particles that indicate location and correspond to "in," "on," or

"at" in English.

(C [ni]

The particle niindicates existence, that is, it marks the location where a person or thing
exists. Nican follow either a concrete oran abstract place.



Examples:

1. EBRRKROEICLWET,
Keisatsu ga uchi no mae ni imasu.
"The police are in front of my house."

o ZKHEICkTLUDRHEDIET,
Ni-kai ni toire ga arimasu.
"There's a bathroom on the second floor."

Along with verbs that express existence such as aru and iru, we often use the particle ni
with certain verbs such as sumu ("to live") and tsutomeru ("to work for"), where it marks
the location.

Examples:
. oEEOVREVIEEATULS,

Ken wa rondon ni sundeiru.
"Ken lives in London."

o TUIREITICENSHTULS,
Ken wa ginko ni tsutomete iru.
"Ken works for a bank."

The particle de marks where an action takes place. Please note that the particle de
cannot indicate existence.

Tokyd de aimasho.
"See you in Tokyo."
