The Focus of This Lesson is Particles That Indicate a List of Objects

V—tE—-JEBREE-TEIULE.

Soséjito yasai o katte kimashita.
“I brought some sausages and vegetables!"”

In this lesson, you'll learn how to use particles to connect two or more nouns.

Eto]

We can use the particle toto connect two or more nouns to list things exhaustively. It
corresponds to the word "and" in English. Unlike the word "and," however, to comes after



every noun in the list except the last noun.

s AandB= A& B(AtoB)
e ABandC = AE&B&C(AtoBtoC)
e A/ B CandD= AE&B&C&D(AtoBtoCtoD)

Examples:

1. JaVELSFIIBE LI,
Jon to Yoko wa kekkon shita.
"John and Yoko got married."

2, NN—H—ERFRED-SELETL),
Hanbaga to potato to kbra o kudasai.
"Could I have a hamburger, French fries, and a coke please?"

We also use the particle toto show involvement - that an action was done together with
someone. This usage corresponds to "together" or "with" in English.

Example:

JAVIELODFEBEBLUE,

Jon wa Yoko to kekkon shita.
"John got married with/to Yoko."

o [ya]

We also use the particle ya to connect two or more nouns in a list. However, when we use
A2, it shows that the list is only partial. It corresponds to "...and...and such" or "things
like...and...." in English. Please compare the following two sentences.

1 <DEMNFAZEBVF LI,
Kutsu to kaban o kaimashita.
" bought shoes and a bag." (Only those two items)



2, <DPMNIAEEVF LT,
Kutsu ya kaban o kaimashita.
"I bought things such as shoes and a bag." (Among other items)

In sentence 1, the only things the speaker bought were shoes and a bag. In sentence 2,

the speakerimplies that she bought other items as well. The word nado ("et cetera") we
sometimes use together with ya. By doing so, you can emphasize the fact that the list is
partial.

Example:

CDPMNEABFEEBULZ LT,
Kutsu ya kaban nado o kaimashita.
"I bought shoes, a bag, etc."

In Lesson 1, you learned the particle mo, meaning, "also" or "too." In this lesson, you'll
learn a construction using the particle mo. The construction ~mo ~mo corresponds to
English "both...and...," or "neither...nor...." Compared with the usage of the particle to,
this construction puts more emphasis on the each item.

Examples:
1. MORE/EIWFTT,

Watashi no chichi mo haha mo kashu desu.
"Both my father and my mother are singers."

2. DEUIAE/EBARIEA.

Watashi wa niku mo sakana mo tabemasen.
"| eat neither meat nor fish."
