Language Tip

When it came to the numbers 3, 6, and 8, we had a sound change. The rest of the numbers
follow the pattern.



1. 300 = san-byaku
2, 600 = roppyaku
3. 800 = happyaku

Sen (2 A/F) means "thousand". But, it's not ichi-sen (L5 & A)). You don't need to say the
word for "one", but just sen (T A).
