"Kore wa chokoréto desu"(C #1I&F 3 JL — I~ T9) which means "this is chololate" is the

basic sentence structure, "A wa B desu."

Kore (C M), Sore (1) and Are (1)

Kore (C 1) means "this." It is used to talk about something near from the speaker.
Sore (Z11) means "that." It is used to talk about something at a distance from the

speaker.

Are (1) means "that over there." It's used to talk about something that is at a distance

from both the speaker and the listener.
