To say how much something is, you can use the basic sentence structure, [ A ] wa [ B ] desu. 
For example, to say "a radish is 150 yen" in Japanese, you would say "daikon wa hyaku-gojū-
en desu (だいこんは150円です). 

If you want to ask if the radish is 150 yen, you say "daikon wa hyaku-gojū-en desu ka (だいこ
んは150円ですか), with ka (か) at the end of a sentence to make it a question. 

If you don't know what the price is, you can say "daikon wa ikura desu ka (だいこんはいくら
ですか)", replacing 150 yen with ikura (いくら).
