The focus of this lesson is Useful Expressions: How to Ask Where Something is:
Toire wa doko desu ka.
"Where is the restroom?"

To say where something is, you can use this basic sentence structure, [ A]wa [ B ] desu. For
example, to say "the restroom is on the second floor" in Japanese, you would say "toire wa ni-

kai desu (<1 LS 2BET9).

If you want to ask where the restroom is, you can say "toire wa doko desu ka (k1T L IEECT
I H\)." Doko (£ C) means "where." So, you can replace ni-kai (2f&) with doko (£ C) and
add the question marking particle ka (") at the end of a sentence.
