The focus of this lesson is Useful Expressions: How to Ask When Something Takes
Place

Tanjobi wa itsu desu ka.
"When is your birthday?"

To say "My birthday is October 25th" in Japanese, you can use the basic sentence structure,
[A]wa[B]desu, and say "Watashi no tanjobi wa ju-gatsu niju-go nichi desu."

If you want to ask when someone's birthday is, you say "tanjobi wa itsu desu ka." ltsu (L))
means "when." Just say itsu (L) in place of ju-gatsu nija-go nichi, and then add the
question marking particle ka (H\) at the end of a sentence.

What if you want to know exactly what time something takes place? In that case, you should

use the phrase nanji (7& A, U) , which means "what time?"

When you want to ask what time you are meeting with someone, you would say,

"machiawase wa nanji desu ka?" which means "What time are we meeting?"
