GRAMMAR

The focus of this lesson is Useful Expressions: How to Ask if Something Exists
Hambaga wa arimasu ka.
"Do you have hamburgers?"

When you want to eat a hamburger at a restaurant, you can say "hambaga wa arimasu Ka.
(/\>/V\—H—I[3d& D F T )" which means "Do you have hamburgers?" The sentence
structure is "[A] wa arimasu ka", which means "do you have [A]?"

This sentence structure can be also used to mean "is there [A]?" So, when you want to ask if
there is a pay phone in Japanese, you would say, "k6shidenwa wa arimasu ka. (C 2 L D
TADIEH D XTI HY)" which means "is there a pay phone?"

Formation:

AllE &HDET D,

[A] wa arimasu Ka.
Do you have [A]? / Is there [A]?

-(& = topic marking particle
-&» D E 9 =a verb meaning "to be", "to exist" or "to have"
-H\ = question marking particle

Examples:

1. F—XT—FdHDFTN,
Chizu kéki wa arimasu ka.

"Do you have cheesecake 7"

2. ATMIE&H D EI D\

ATM wa arimasu ka.
"Is there an ATM?"

When you want to order something at a restaurant, you can say "[something] kudasai", which
means "[something], please."

Example:

INVT—F <20\,

Pankéki kudasai.

Pancakes, please. (=I'll have pancakes, please.)
