(BHOMESSTVETY)is a formal expression that means "Thank you" because
gozaimasu (S LVE 9) increases the politeness level of the phrase.

Sumimasen (9 HEF A) is a phrase that means "excuse me" or "I'm sorry."

COHAEEL

Gomen nasai (COHATEL T L)) is a phrase that means "I'm sorry."

Language Tip

Démo (£ S%E) means "thanks." It's a shortened form of démo arigaté (ES>EHDIRE S
).
Gomen (C & A) means "sorry." It's a shortened form of gomen nasai (C AL L)),
