oD HSRMULLFI T, :Slowly, please.

HOWEE BhWLFT

When you want to ask someone to say something again, you can say "M&é ichi-do
onegaishimasu (£ > UL\5 E HRMUL L E )" which means "once again, please."

1. Mb (£ D) means "again."
2. lchi-do (L\5 £) means "once."

3. O-negai shimasu (H1RMULIL X 9) is a phrase used to request some kind of service
and it literally means "please do something for me."

Wwo<KY Bt LET,

When you want to ask someone to speak more slowly, you can say "yukkuri o-negai shimasu
(P2 < DHERMULIL F T)" which means "slowly, please.”

1. Yukkuri (P 2 < D) means "slowly."

2. O-negai shimasu (HRMULILET) isaphrase used to request some kind of
service.

DVWTLEIWL,

When you want to ask someone to write down something, so that you can understand it
better, you would say "kaite kudasai (H\L\ T < 722 L))" which means "please write it down."

1. Kaite (D\U\C) is a conjugation form of the verb, kaku meaning "to write."

2. Kudasai (<7Z2& () means "please."
