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Uso (D<) means "lie." But, it can be also used as an interjection to mean "you're kidding!" or
"no way!" So, when I'm really surprised at what | hear from someone or | think something is



unbelievable, | often say D ! as an exclamation of surprise.
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Kawaii (D\4JL\L)) is an adjective meaning "cute." When | think something is cute, | say kawaii

(M 0LV—) . If you make the lasti-sound a little bit longer, you can make the expression
stronger.
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Sugoi (9 C L)) is an adjective meaning "terrific” or "amazing." This adjective can be used as
a single word to express how impressed you are to see/hear something.
