77 number of strokes: 2
The first stroke starts straight and then bends. The second stroke curves to the left. This
character kind of looks like a capital A on its side.

- number of strokes: 2
Just a slightly curved diagonal line over a straight line. Make sure this line goes right down
the middle.

J number of strokes: 3
The first two strokes are straight up and down. Does this character remind you of the hiragana
version? They look similar.

T number of strokes: 3
The bottom stroke should be slightly longer than the top stroke.

Z number of strokes: 3
Notice the hane at the end of the second stroke.
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
