Ashurn: Totemo tanoshikatta desu.

Ashley: "I had a lot of fun!" (Literally, "It was a lot of fun.")

0. TPVaAY—HARABEFVULNDIETT,
Ashuri: O-bentd mo oishikatta desu.
Ashley: "The bento was good too."

Note that the i-adjective ii (LYLY), meaning "good" or "well," is an exception to this rule.

For all of the above examples, please remember that desu (T9) only serves to make the



phrase polite and is not needed when speaking informal Japanese.

Example:

AKEAXMT:EMN>ZETIR. 7Ya1U—SA.
Honda Daisuke: Yokatta desu ne, Ashun-san.
Daisuke Honda: "Lucky you, Ashley!" (Literally, "That's great, Ashley!")
