In this lesson, you will learn about te iru (CUL\S) to talk about on-going actions and states

Te-form of a verb plus iru/imasu

In this lesson, we are focusing on using [te-form of a verb]+ [iru/imasu]. This construction
can express two meanings but we will be focusing on only one of them. [ Te-form of a
verb] + [iru/imasu] represents a present progressive action (like -ing in English).

To make this construction, we put the verb in the te-form and add iru (L\®) or imasu (L&
9).

We saw this in the
dialogue when Ichiro says: "Shashin o totte ru." Normally it would be "Shashin o totte iru",
but the "i" is omitted.
