Making Present Tense Negative Statements with Desu

There are 3 negative forms of desu (T 9) . They are...

® de wa arimasen (Tld&H D FEA)
® ja arimasen (CHDFEA)
® ja naidesu (CHELUITY)

Although all of these expressions are polite, de wa arimasen (Cld&HD I EA)isthe

most polite expression among these three.

Affirmative sentence: "l — Negative sentence: "l am
am Lori." not Lori."

For Example:

A:CAICBEIE, TVRT A,

Konnichiwa. Kento-san.

Hi, Kent.

BTk U/ LW\TY, FAEI T VTT,
Kento ja nai desu. Watashi wa Ken desu.
I'm not Kent. I'm Ken.

A:CNIFTEATIT D, ClE EDICS TIH,
Kore wa nan desu ka? Kore wa toriniku desu ka?
What is this? Is this chicken?

B:EDICKTIEHBDFIRA, 32lcKTT,
Toriniku dewa arimasen. Butaniku desu.
It's not chicken. It's pork.

Making Past Tense Affirmative Statements with Desu

Udon wa san-byaku-en deshita.
SEAIT=EBHE TULE,
"The udon was 300 yen."

The polite past tense of desuis deshita (CULTZ) .

For Example:

nNeniE 100MTLIE,

Kore wa hyaku-en deshita.
This was 100yen.

NT—TPAFvD Za—rUIET1FIXATULULE,
Sa Aizakku Nyudton wa lgirisu-jin deshita.
Sirlsaac Newton was English.
