The position of the
mouth and the tongue is the same as "U\", but it moves to the next vowel.

When you say "r" in Japanese, you lightly tap the teethridge that's just behind your top
row of teeth with the tongue. It's very different from the English r-sound. It's actually
similar to the "I" sound. Don' roll your tongue.
